Introduction and the Bobcat Trail

Tonight, we will honor our scouts who have completed the requirements for the Bobcat badge. The Bobcat badge is an important part of the Cub Scout Trail. It is the foundation upon which a scout begins his trek toward the highest honor in Cub Scouting, the Arrow of Light. 

Would the following scouts and their parents please come forward! 

(Call out the scouts by name to come forward) 

(Talking to the boys, not the whole pack) The Bobcat trail is comprised of eight tracks and each of these scouts is being recognized for successfully completing all seven. 
· Several of the eight tracks to the Bobcat Trail helped these scouts to understand the common gestures or signs unique to Cub Scouts.
· The Cub Scout Sign - The two extended fingers stand for the parts of the Cub Scout Promise, "to help other people" and "to obey." They also stand for the two alert ears of a wolf. This is the sign of Cub Scouts all over the world. 

· The Cub Scout Salute - A salute is a way to show respect to your leaders. It shows that you look up to them and respect them. We salute the flag to show respect to our country. 

· The Cub Scout Handshake - You have learned the Cub Scout Handshake. It is a special handshake Cub Scouts use to greet and welcome each other.
· Some of the tracks confirm our goals as Cub Scouts

· The Cub Scout Motto - Do Your Best. When you play a game, when you study in school, when you are at home. Whatever you do, always do your best. 

· The meaning of Webelos - Webelos means "We'll Be Loyal Scouts." 

· The next track provides us guidance as Cub Scouts - The Law of the Pack. To help us understand the Law of the Pack, our Webelos will assist us in understanding the law.
(Select some of the second year Webelos to read the Law of the Pack and explain its meaning. Cubmaster will recite the law line-by-line with help from the Webelos.)

Webelos #4: 
We should always do what is expected of us. 
 
Cub Scouts should always look for
 ways to 
make other people happy. Small things are 
just as important as the big ones. Anything 
that makes life a little easier or better for 
someone else is goodwill. 
· The last and most important track in the Bobcat Trail is The Cub Scout Promise. Scouts, will you please recite the promise with me.
I, ........, promise to do my best, 
To do my duty to God and my country, 
To help other people, 
and To obey the law of the Pack. 

· So what does this promise actually mean? I now ask our Den Leaders to help us better understand this very important promise you make as a Cub Scout.
(Cubmaster recites the promise line-by-line with scout sign up, assisted by the Den Leaders.)

CM: 
I promise

DL #1:
A promise is a commitment, and how well you hold 


to your commitments will reflect on your character 


today and in the future. Do not take any 




promise you make lightly. Always follow through on 


your commitments. 

CM: 
To do my best 
DL #2: 
As a scout, all we ask is you promise to do your 


best. 
We ask for no more. One person's best is not 


the same as someone else's best. A Cub Scout 


should try to better himself, rather than trying to do 


better than someone else. 

CM:
To do my duty to God
DL #3:
This phrase means to remember to thank God for 


good friends, good health, our well-being, our 



family, and all others who love and help us. We 


should always respect other people's religious 


beliefs even if they are different from our own. 

CM: 
And my country
DL #4:
Duty to country starts with being a good citizen. This 

means caring about the people in our communities 


and helping those in need. Good citizenship also 


means obeying the law and using our country's 


resources carefully. We show love for our country 


by respecting and saluting the U.S. flag and 



standing at attention when our national anthem is 


played.

To help other people
DL #5:
For Cub Scouts, helping other people may mean 


helping at home by taking out the garbage or 



making their bed without complaint. A Cub Scout 


can also help others by making friends new 



classmates in school, raking leaves for a neighbor, 


providing toys and games for children living in 



shelters, or collecting food for people who don't 


have enough to eat. Helping others is not always 


easy to do, but we must think about others instead 


of always of ourselves.

And to obey the Law of the Pack.

DL #6:
A Cub Scout should always follow and respect the 


laws of his city, his state, and his country.  He 



should always follow the rules in his school, the 


rules in his home, and the rules in his den and pack, 

and provide the up most respect to his teachers, his 

parents, his family, and his community leaders. 
Bobcat Badge Presentation and Cub Scout Confirmation

(Recruit the previous year’s Bobcat scouts to assist with 
handing out the badges and presentation of the B&G colors.)

We now present you with your Bobcat badge; however, there is one last requirement each of you need to complete before your Bobcat badge can become part of your uniform. We need each of you to perform a good deed (clean your room, take out the trash, fold your clothes, etc.) without being asked by your parents. Once you complete this good deed, your Bobcat can be permanently sewn or glued to your uniform. Until you do complete this good deed, your Bobcat will be pinned upside-down on your uniform.
Your parents stand here with you as an example to show they are proud of your accomplishments and are there to help you just like they helped you earn your Bobcat badge. I will present your Bobcat badge to your parents who in turn will present it you. 

(Award badges to Parents, who in turn present the badge to the boys. Pin upside-down on packet)
As a symbol of your achievement and of becoming a member of this pack and of Cub Scouting, we present you with the colors of Cub Scouts. 

(Have the previous year’s Bobcat recipients award each new scout a necklace with 4 blue beads, 4 gold beads, and an arrowhead)
· BLUE represents the limitless sky. Blue stands for truth, honor, spirituality, and steadfast loyalty. It will remind you to always “Do Your Best”.
· GOLD represents the bright sun. Yellow stands for warmth, good cheer, and happiness. It will remind you of the spirit of Cub Scouting. 
· Arrowhead Pendant represents one of your goals in scouting and will point your way to Cub Scouting’s highest honor, the Arrow of Light. Notice each one of you has a different colored arrowhead. This symbolizes your uniqueness as an individual and as a scout. As you continue forward as a scout, always remember to do your best. You don’t have to perfect or be just as good at a sport, or a game or a craft as one of your friends or a fellow scout. Just do your best!

(Have two to three scouts help lead a congratulatory cheer for 
the new Bobcats.
)
Pack 418 please join me in congratulating these scouts with three cheers for Cub Scouts. When I say “Cub”, the Pack responds, with spirit, saying “Scouts”. 

(Yell "CUB" -- audience yells "SCOUTS" (3 times) than conclude with a rousing clapping.) 
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
